Club Policy - Transport to and from Matches

The Club has adopted a Transport Policy, in accordance with ECB guidelines. To enable the Club to offer competitive
cricket to all age groups, they require the co-operation of Parents and carers to assist in the transport of Children to
away matches.

¢ In signing the Junior Membership form, Parents and carers have given permission for Children to
participate in all competitions and away fixtures / events.

¢ In the first instance, it is not the responsibility of the Coach / Team Manager to transport, or arrange to
transport Children to and from the Club or match. If the Parent or carer cannot provide transport for
their Child they should seek the assistance of another relative or parent.

e Parents and carers will be kept informed by the Coach / Team Manager of team selection for
competitive matches, the ground location and the times and place for “pick up” together with the
expected time of “drop off”.

o All “pick ups” and “drop offs” will be at the Club premises and prompt arrival and collection would be
appreciated. This also applies to training sessions and home matches unless Children are making their

own arrangements.

e If Parents / carers are delayed and unable to collect their Children please advise the Coach / Team
Manager, who will arrange to stay with the child until “pick up”.

e The Club strongly recommends that Parents / carers check with their motor insurance providers that
they have insurance cover for the transportation of Children to cricket matches.
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
